His hand in this interview and 
job. 

When I arrived for work on my 
first day, I was surprised to learn 
that there was another Adventist 
lady working there.  Never did I 
imagine that God would provide 
such a job for me and that I would 
have a co-worker who shared my 
beliefs!

The Lord loves creating positive 
things out of situations that seem 
impossible.  God once again 
proved that He will provide for 
and take care of His children.  
All we have to do is trust Him 
and faithfully commit to fully 
surrender to Him!
