You’ve heard the old
saying, “A lost ball in
the high weeds” haven’t
you? Well, our back yard
isn't considered “high
weeds” by any stretch of the
imagination, but sure enough
the baseball was laying in our
back yard again this morning.
Seems the kids next door will
occasionally hit the ball hard
enough to clear the privacy
fence that separates our back
yards. So | throw it back
over the fence only to have it
returned in a few days.

It occurs to me that
sometimes we are like
the lost ball that’s out-of-
bounds, and out of bounds
is a terrible condition to be
in. Rather than allow us to
remain abandoned in the

“lost” or “safely within His
bounds” is ours. If we choose
to accept Him as our Savior
and Lord, He will return some
day and take us home where
we will never be “lost” again.
